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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 have discussed the issue of the RAN-assisted WLAN interworking traffic steering rules defined in TS 36.304 and TS 25.304 in IDLE mode. RAN2 have concluded that according to the current RAN2 and CT1 specifications the UE implementing the RAN-assisted WLAN interworking traffic steering rules is required to hand over offloadable PDN connections to/from WLAN even if the UE is in IDLE mode and has no ongoing traffic. RAN2 have further agreed that the currently specified functionality introduces unnecessary signaling that may negatively impact the UE batter life.

RAN2 kindly asks SA2 to discuss this issue and to introduce a solution into their specifications.
