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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 discussed the PUCCH SCell activation and would like to inform followings:

· Delay requirement regarding PUCCH transmission on SCell

RAN2 agreed the following assumption:
	The existing delay requirement for activation related actions should be applied to PUCCH transmission, i.e., UE shall be capable to perform PUCCH transmission on the SCell by n+X (8 <= X <= 24/34ms).


RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 to confirm the above assumption. If not confirmed, RAN2 would like to request the guideline for the delay requirement regarding when UE shall be capable to perform PUCCH transmission on the PUCCH SCell.

· Scheduling delay problem of PUCCH SCell
RAN2 discussed the additional scheduling delay of PUCCH SCell when PUCCH SCell belongs to sTAG. Unlike existing CA, UE does not transmit CQI for PUCCH SCell on that SCell until activation is completed and UL synchronization is established for the sTAG by means of CFRA. As the solution, RAN2 agreed to introduce RA trigger MAC CE which triggers CFRA on SCell in the similar manner of PDCCH order. It is assumed that eNB transmits activation command and the new MAC CE, then UE triggers RA preamble transmission immediately after the activation is completed.

ACTION: 
RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 to confirm the assumption on delay requirement regarding when UE shall be capable to perform PUCCH transmission on the PUCCH SCell.
To RAN1 and RAN4 

ACTION:  RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 and RAN4 to take the above into account.
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
