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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on RAN assumptions for FS_eDRX. This reply LS is related to the HSPA study item “Study on Small Data Transmission Enhancements for UMTS”, and does not apply to LTE. 

SA2 asked RAN2 to reply on issues 1 – 3 (R2-151028 / S2-151430): 
Issue 1:

· Given a maximum response time desired by UE/applications, how to derive the eDRX value taking RAN/GERAN aspects into account (e.g. possible paging misses due to lack of SFN or frame timing alignment between cells, etc.).

Issue 2:

· How to maintain level of reliability for UE being able to receive the paging at its paging occasion similar to paging reliability for normal DRX, even when UE has performed cell reselection.

Issue 3:

· Impact on idle mode UE measurement and cell reselection

RAN2 has studied issues 1-3 for HSPA and would like to provide the following feedback:

Issue 1:

The eDRX solution for HSPA assumes a sleep period (TSleep), during which the UE is not reachable, and a paging window (TDRX), during which the UE is listening to multiple (i.e. more than one) paging occasions of the legacy DRX. The maximum paging response time is thus given by TSleep+TDRX. 
Issue 2

During the paging window the UE listens to multiple paging occasions of the legacy DRX. This guarantees that the UE can still be paged reliably also in case of mobility, cell (re-)selection, paging reception failure, synchronisation issues, weak coverage conditions, etc.
Issue 3

RAN2 assumes that the UE is not required to measure during the sleep period, and is required to measure according to the legacy DRX measurement requirements during the paging window. However the measurement requirement will be specified by RAN4. RAN2 assumes that the existing mobility procedure can be used with eDRX.
