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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their LS reply on Type 2 power headroom reporting.
RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that RAN2 discussed how to capture the following relaxation of the UE processing time requirement for Type 2 power headroom reporting in the MAC specification. 
	· If both PUCCH format 1b with channel selection and simultaneousPUCCH-PUSCH are configured, or 

· If PUCCH format 1b with channel selection is used for HARQ-ACK feedback for UE configured with PUCCH format 3 and simultaneousPUCCH-PUSCH are configured, 

· In some cases, UE may not be able to determine whether there is a PUCCH transmission corresponding to PDSCH transmission(s) or not, or which PUCCH resource is used, before generating Type 2 PH, upon (E)PDCCH detection.

· It is necessary to relax UE processing time requirement with these conditions.

· UE is allowed to report virtual PH with these conditions.

· If UE is able to determine there is a PUCCH transmission and which PUCCH resource is used before generating Type 2 PH, UE shall report the actual PHR.




However, RAN2 concluded that the condition to allow virtual PH should be captured in RAN1 specification. This is because the current MAC specification is written in a way that the MAC layer receives reported PH values from the physical layer and the physical layer is also indicating to MAC whether the PH is a “real” or “virtual”. Therefore MAC layer does not take a decision on whether “real” or “virtual” PH is sent, rather MAC is just following instructions from the physical layer. To keep this modelling it is preferred that the physical layer should determine whether a “real” of “virtual” should be sent and then forward the PH to MAC accordingly. RAN2 will further discuss whether or not to update MAC specification.
