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1 Introduction
For the work item on Carrier Aggregation enhancements beyond 5 carriers it has been agreed to support PUCCH on SCells as well as increase the number of supported carriers to 32. Current Activation/Deactivation and extended PHR MAC CEs does not support that many cells and RAN2 are therefore introducing new versions of these MAC CEs. Due to lack of time it was not settled whether these MAC CEs should have one or two LCIDs. We discuss this in this contribution.
2 Discussion
RAN2 has agreed to extend the size of the activation/deactivation and extended PHR MAC CEs to support up to 32 carriers. One detail which remains open is whether new LCIDs should be used for these new MAC CE versions or not.

The number of LCIDs is limited and 15 remain in DL and 10 remain in UL. Assuming that we will continue to introduce new MAC CEs will eventually run out of LCIDs and need to extend the LDIC space in some way. This would generate overhead as the longer LCID format would be included for each MAC header. To avoid that we run out of LDICs we suggest that for the new versions of the activation/deactivation and extended PHR MAC CEs we should not take a new LCID.
Proposal 1 No new LCID is used for the new versions of Activation/Deactivation MAC CEs and PHR MAC CE.

3 Conclusions
Based on the above discussion, we propose the following:
Proposal 1
No new LCID is used for the new versions of Activation/Deactivation MAC CEs and PHR MAC CE.

If these proposals are agreed the CR in [1] can be adopted (note that this CR also contains changes already agreed in previous meetings).
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
