1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has discussed the LS from SA2 on “UE Handling of RAN Rules for WLAN Interworking” regarding whether LOEI should be allowed to take precedence over RAN-assistance information for radio related aspects and in particular the following question from SA2:
Question 1: are there scenarios where the UE should be allowed to override the RAN rules based on radio-related conditions as determined by the LOEI?
The discussion in RAN2 focused on whether giving LOEI precedence over RAN rules is in contradiction with the network control of WLAN access selection for RAN-assisted WLAN interworking. In this aspect, there was no agreement since RAN2 could not reach a conclusion. Similarly, there was no consensus on the scenarios where LOEI decisions can incorporate radio-related conditions not covered by RAN rules.
Based on this discussion, RAN2 would like to provide the following answer to the SA2 question above:
