Retrievable configurations

The retrievable configurations feature allows the UE to store configurations together with an identity. When the configurations should be used, only the identity needs to be signalled. The configurations are defined by the UE variable RETRIEVABLE_CONFIGURATION. 

Retrievable configurations can be stored and used via dedicated signalling. A retrievable configuration to be used can be signalled, but also some parameters which have different values compared to the stored configuration. The result configuration can be stored, either with the same identity or a different identity. It is also possible to pre-configure a retrievable configuration which will be used at a later stage.
