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Introduction
In the last meeting, RAN2 discussed how to handle a sCellDeactivationTimer for a PUCCH SCell but no consensus was reached. The discussion is expected to continue in this meeting. In  this paper, we briefly  discuss the issue and give our opinion. 
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Discussion
For Rel-13, RAN2 has consensus that a PUCCH SCell should not be deactivated by a sCellDeactivationTimer. In the RAN2 #90 meeting, RAN2 agreed not to apply a sCellDeactivationTimer for a PUCCH SCell and agreed to disable the sCellDeactivationTimer. In the last meeting, there was a proposal to disable/enable and to stop/start a sCellDeactivationTimer for a SCell when PUCCH is configured/released on the SCell. But there was no consensus on whether it is necessary to specify those UE behaviours. 

On the other hand, the last MAC running CR provides an alternative way to disable the function of a sCellDeactivationTimer. In Rel-12, a MAC entity maintains a sCellDeactivationTimer for each SCell. By contrast, the running CR specifies that a MAC entity will not maintain a sCellDeactivationTimer for a PUCCH SCell. Because the deactivation timer is not maintained for the PUCCH SCell, MAC operations involving a sCellDeactivationTimer are not supposed to be performed for the PUCCH SCell. And no expiry event will be generated from sCellDeactivationTimer.
Comparing these two proposals, the first proposal requires to introduce disabling and enabling operations and also requires to stop sCellDeactivationTimer when PUCCH is configured on a PUCCH SCell. But the second proposal does not need that. Therefore, we think it may be simpler to just specify not to maintain a sCellDeactivationTimer for a PUCCH SCell. 
Proposal : Not maintain a sCellDeactivationTimer for a PUCCH SCell.
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Conclusion

In conclusion, we have the following proposal:

Proposal : Not maintain a sCellDeactivationTimer for a PUCCH SCell.
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
