2. Discussion
Based on email discussion [91bis#19][LTE/WiFi] Association confirmation message from UE to eNB, there was a majority of companies supporting that Association Confirmation can also be applied to LWI in failure cases. 
Proposal 1: UE shall inform eNB if it is unable to connect to WLAN after receiving the steering command
In case of successful association there is no consensus that the message is sent from the UE to eNB. It can be argued that this is similar to rel-12 LWI whereby no confirmation is sent to the eNB. However, if operator needs more control in Rel-13 LWI then successful confirmation message will help eNB determine that the UE has successfully offloaded to WLAN. But such a control is not necessary on the network side because the same mechanism as rel-12 can be used to release the offloaded bearer in the eNB. If only failure is reported then WLANConnectionStatusReport message can be used for this purpose

Proposal 2: Association confirmation is not sent in the successful case. WLANConnectionStatusReport message can be used to report failure case
The failure could be due to either UE problem or WLAN problem. UE problem or WLAN problem cause values were discussed in the past and there is an FFS in current stage-2

It is FFS whether the WLAN Status Indication applies to RCLWI


WLANConnectionStatusReport can be sent even before the steering command is received by the UE depending on the problem e.g. if WLAN is switched off or UE connected to preferred WLAN and WLAN chipset is busy etc. these cause values were discussed in details during the email discussion prior to RAN2#91bis. Cause values UE problem, WLAN problem should be specified because e.g. if it is UE problem then eNB can attempt LWI again but if it is WLAN problem then it will alert network operator to configure the WLAN accordingly.
Proposal 3: Cause values as UE problem or WLAN problem are added to WLANConnectionStatusReport
3. Conclusion

We propose RAN2 to discuss and agree following proposals
Proposal 1: UE shall inform eNB if it is unable to connect to WLAN after receiving the steering command
Proposal 2: Association confirmation is not sent in the successful case. WLANConnectionStatusReport message can be used to report failure case
Proposal 3: Cause values as UE problem or WLAN problem are added to WLANConnectionStatusReport
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
