If the proposed change is implemented by the UE and not by the eNB, the eNB cannot comprehend the UE capability of supported Rx and Tx performance requirements. Although the eNB scheduler cannot take it into account, the eNB still configure the corresponding CA band combination for the UE.

If the proposed change is implemented by the eNB and not by the UE, the eNB assumes that the UE is compliant with the Rx and Tx performance requirement specified when the corresponding band combination was introduced.
