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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on ACDC mechanism with the following question:
Question 1: CT1 kindly asks RAN2 to clarify about the two conflicting agreements. 
Regarding Question 1, RAN2 previously discussed how to specify UE behaviour in the RRC specification, so that we can make sure that ACB shall not override ACDC while ACDC shall override ACB. Then, RAN2 finally agreed in RAN2#91bis that if RRC receives a connection request from NAS while barring is applicable for ACDC, then RRC will act on that request according to existing specifications, therefore it is left to NAS to decide in which situations a request to AS can be made. In this agreement, RAN2 assumed that NAS will not send a connection request subject to ACB while barring is applicable for ACDC.
Meanwhile, RAN2 previously agreed not to have a timer per category based on the assumption that RRC cannot proceed for any new attempt subject to ACDC (even for higher ACDC category than any barred ACDC category) when barring is applicable due to ACDC.
Accordingly, two RAN2 agreements above aimed to support different cases. RAN2 will keep the agreements above for the work on ACDC.
In addition, RAN2 recognized that CT1 asked SA1 to confirm whether a request triggered by higher ACDC category can proceed while access is barred because of lower ACDC category. 
RAN2 agreed that it is up to SA1 to decide whether a request triggered by higher ACDC category can proceed while access is barred because of lower ACDC category. Thus, assuming that SA1 decides that a request triggered by higher ACDC category can proceed while access is barred because of lower ACDC category, RAN2 conditionally agreed the following UE behaviours:

·  If NAS requests a RRC Connection Request for a higher ACDC category while access is barred because of lower ACDC category, RRC will act on that request (i.e. Upon receiving the request from NAS, RRC will perform ACDC barring check regardless of barring status).
· 
Upon receiving the request from NAS, RRC stops a running ACDC barring timer, if any, and then perform ACDC barring check.
Note that RAN2 will keep all agreements made before RAN2#92, so that no timer per category is provided even though a request triggered by higher ACDC category can proceed while access is barred because of lower ACDC category.
2. Actions:

To CT1: RAN2 respectfully asks CT1 to take into account the agreements above in their work on ACDC.
