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1 Introduction

2 Remaining Issues
How to define measurements Mx

Alt 1:  

M6: UL PDCP Delay

M7: Packet Delay in the DL per QCI

M8: Packet Loss rate in the UL

M9: Packet Uu Loss rate in the DL

Alt 2: 
M6: Packet Delay, separately in the UL and DL

M7: Packet Loss rate, separately in the UL and DL
Proposal 1: RAN2 to adopt either Alt1 or Alt 2 above. 
On the IDC marking for logged MDT, and the omission of measurement results that are impacted It is unclear if the IDC behaviour applies to both downlink pilot strength measurements and MBSFN measurements.
Proposal 2: RAN2 to decide if IDC behaviour for logged MDT applies for both downlink pilot strength measurements and MBSFN measurements or only for downlink pilot strength measurements. 

UE capabilities for MDT are listed both in 37.320 and 36.306. It is not decided yet if the E-UTRA UE may indicate a capability for support of UL PDCP delay measurement.
Proposal 3: The UL PDCP delay measurement is optional, with a capability indication. 

There has been comments during this and other email discussions on the scope for the use case and the measurements. If such restrictions are needed they need to be captured somewhere. 
Proposal 4: The scope of the use case shall be indicated in TS 37.320 and from this scope the intended usage of the measurements can be inferred. 
The addition to the use case in TS 37.320 is a one line addition and there seems to be two proposals on the table: 

Alt 1: “For E-UTRA, Data Loss and Latency measurements can be collected, aiming to reflect QoS for conversational traffic”.
Alt 2: “For E-UTRA, Data Loss and Latency measurements can be collected, aiming to reflect QoS for MMTEL video/voice traffic”.
Proposal 5: RAN2 to adopt either Alt1 or Alt 2 above. 
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
