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1. Introduction
Association Confirmation was discussed during an email discussion after RAN2#91bis and a summary with conclusions was provided to RAN2#92 [1] where, based on the majority view, it was proposed by the rapporteur that “For LWA, an “Association Confirmation” indication from UE to eNB is defined”. 
During the online discussion, there was no conclusion on this proposal and it was left for offline discussion as follows:
FFS to be discussed offline: In LWA, an indication from UE to eNB is defined and triggered under the following scenarios: 

a)
When UE suceeds to connect to any AP in the eNB provided WLAN mobility set, on receiving eNB command to start LWA operation

b)
When UE suceeds to connect to any AP in the eNB provided WLAN mobility set, on receiving eNB command to perform inter-WLAN mobility set mobility procedure.

Further offline discussion resulted in an agreed way forward among the participating companies and this is discussed in Section 2.
2. Discussion
The following mechanism was agreed regarding the “Association Confirmation” from the UE for LWA:

· The UE shall report a “success” indication in the WLAN Status Reporting message to confirm its successful connection with WLAN and readiness for LWA in the eNB configured Mobility Set.
· This indication is triggered only once upon UE receiving a new Mobility Set. The UE shall send the indication only if the eNB sets this flag in the RRC message containing the new Mobility Set.
· The UE shall report a failure indication if it cannot connect to a WLAN in the received Mobility Set after a timer expires. 
· This timer starts upon receiving the RRC message containing the new Mobility Set. 
· The value for the timer expiration will be specified (not configured) and shall be large enough (e.g. in minutes) to allow the UE to complete successful connection with WLAN.
Proposal 1: It is proposed to agree to the above mechanism for successful connection confirmation from the UE and include in 36.300 and 36.331 CRs accordingly.
