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1. Overall Description:

At RAN2#NB-IoT, RAN2 discussed further aspects of the RRC connection resume solution; a.k.a. User Plane EPS optimisation. RAN2 would like to inform the concerned WGs that RAN2 has agreed to:
· Introduce one new code point (e.g. rrcSuspend) for the ReleaseCause in RRCConnectionRelease message.
· In case of RRC resume failure, the eNB may send an RRCConnectionSetup message in immediate response to an RRC connection resume request, after which the UE does the needed AS-NAS interaction, and UE responds by NAS + RRCConnectionSetupComplete message.
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RAN2 assumes that the establishment cause remains the same and does not intend to repeat access barring check.

RAN2 asks CT1 to specify the necessary AS-NAS interactions to enable the UE to proceed with connection establishment and NAS request when the UE receives an RRCConnectionSetup message in response to an RRC connection resume request , without needing to restart the access procedure with a new RRCConnectionRequest message. 

2. Actions:

To CT1: RAN2 respectfully asks CT1 to take the information provided into account and specify the necessary AS-NAS interaction to facilitate the fallback to connection establishment in response to resume request.
