1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for their LS on distinction of intra-band non-contiguous CA types. RAN2 confirms RAN4 observation that the band combination signalling does not distinguish the intra-band non-contiguous CA band combination one from another, e.g., CA_xA-xC and CA_xC-xA. Additionally, based on the information provided by the RAN4 LS, RAN2 decided to introduce a mechanism to reduce the UE capability signalling size of intra-band non-contiguous CA band combination in terms of UL CA bandwidth class. In detail, if requested by the eNB, the UE includes one intra-band non-contiguous CA band combination in the UE capability and do not include the others for which the presence of UL CA bandwidth class is different from the one to be included. This is due to the input from RAN4 that the UE can support any possible permutations in terms of the presence of UL CA band width class for intra-band non-contiguous CA band combinations.
RAN2 agreed to introduce this mechanism from Rel-13 and believe that the above signalling optimization does not affect RAN4 specification.
