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1 Introduction

RAN2 is about to conclude the LWA/RCLWI/LWIP features in which WLAN measurements are supported. It is still FFS whether the UE includes measurements for the WLAN which the UE is connected to.
2 Discussion
For LWA/RCLWI/LWIP the eNB can add/remove WLANs from the UE's mobility set based on WLAN measurements received from the UE. In order to add WLANs to the UE's mobility set the UE shall report measurements for "neighbouring" WLANs, i.e. WLANs which are not yet in the mobility set but are good enough to be included in the mobility set. This is already agreed and adopted in the running RRC CR.
In addition to that, to enable that the eNB remove WLANs from the mobility set or stopping LWA, the eNB needs to know that the WLAN which the UE is connected to is not good enough any longer. It was suggested that the eNB could stop LWA/RCLWI/LWIP only based on configuring a measurement event at a certain (very low) RSSI. However, to stop LWA/RCLWI/LWIP based on only that the RSSI is very low will result in poor performance as metrics such as channel utilization are ignored.

That WLAN is "not good enough" may be based on several metrics (e.g. RSSI, channel utilization etc.) so therefore the UE needs to include the measurements for the WLAN that the UE is connected to since there is no means for the eNB to figure that out without including these measurements in the report.

Naturally, this the measurements for the WLAN which the UE is connected to is readily available to the UE so there is no good motivation for not supporting inclusion of the measurements of the WLAN which the UE is connected to. We propose:
Proposal 1 The UE includes measurement results in the measurement report for the WLAN which the UE is connected to (if any).
3 Conclusion

Proposal 1
