	Reason for change:
	1. The description of lwa-BufferSize-r13 is not clear.
2. A larger buffer size should only be applicable if the UE supports split LWA bearer.
3. The capability description for wlan-MAC-Address-r13 is missing.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. Clearly describe lwa-BufferSize-r13.
2. lwa-BufferSize-r13 is only applicable if the UE supports split LWA.
3. Add wlan-MAC-Address-r13 and the corresponding capability description.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	1. lwa-BufferSize-r13 is not clearly specified.
2. The UE not supporting the split bearer may costly implement a larger buffer size.
3. The UE may unnecessarily include its WLAN MAC address.
