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1. Overall Description:
3GPP TSG-RAN WG2 (RAN2) has started working on a new WI for enhanced LTE-WLAN Aggregation (eLWA) in Release 14 (see attached WI description in RP-160600), which builds on the LTE-WLAN Aggregation (LWA) feature developed in Release 13. One of the objectives of the eLWA WI is to consider potential enhancements in 3GPP specifications to support new 60 GHZ band and channels and increased data rates for 802.11ax, 802.11ad, and 802.11ay. RAN2 understands that while IEEE 802.11ad has been fully standardized, both IEEE 802.11ax and IEEE 802.11ay standards are still in the process of development. 
RAN2 envisages that the eLWA solution will support two scenarios depending on the backhaul connection between LTE and WLAN, namely, a non-collocated scenario for non-ideal backhaul, and a collocated scenario for ideal/internal backhaul. RAN2 has made no assumptions about whether these scenarios apply to indoor or outdoor deployments. 
In this early stage of the eLWA WI, it would be useful to have a basic understanding of the performance of IEEE 802.11 technology to inform the design of potential 3GPP enhancements. Accordingly, RAN2 would like to understand the achievable combinations of data rate and range values, for indoor and outdoor scenarios, for IEEE 802.11ax, 802.11ad, and 802.11ay.
We understand that the IEEE 802.11 WG has also been discussing integration of evolving variants of IEEE 802.11 technology with cellular technology, especially the notion of “IEEE as a component” within the 3GPP umbrella. We respectfully invite IEEE 802.11 WG to provide their perspective on how IEEE 802.11 and LTE should evolve to support further integration.

2. Actions:
To IEEE 802.11 WG group:
ACTION: 	RAN2 kindly asks IEEE 802.11 WG to:
- specify which combinations of data rate and range are considered feasible by IEEE 802.11 WG for 802.11ad, 802.11ay, and 802.11ax, and for both indoor and outdoor scenarios.
- provide their perspective on how IEEE 802.11 and LTE should evolve to support further integration.
