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1   Introduction
During the E-mail discussions after RAN2 #93 meeting, the CRs of TS 36.331 and TS 36.300 capturing the RCLWI agreements have been agreed. However, there are still some remaining issues and in this contribution we discuss how to handle success indication for RCLWI and provide our view.
2   Discussion

In RAN2 #92 meeting, the following agreements for RCLWI were reached:
Agreements

1: In RCLWI, an indication from UE to eNB is defined and triggered under the following scenarios: 

a)
When UE fails to connect to any AP in the eNB provided WLAN mobility set, on receiving eNB command to start RCLWI operation

b)
When UE fails to connect to any AP in the eNB provided WLAN mobility set, on receiving eNB command to perform inter-WLAN mobility set mobility procedure.

2: No success indication is introduced for RCLWI.

However, in RAN2 #93 meeting, another agreement was reached:

The UE in RRC_CONNECTED with traffic steered to WLAN by Rel-13 LWI performs WLAN radio link monitoring / WLAN connection status report using the same procedures like LWA.
However, it is not clear whether success indication will be supported for RCLWI or not, though the indication is supported by LWA.

According to the agreements of RAN2#92, for RCLWI there will be no success indication sent from the UE to the eNB when the UE offloads traffic to WLAN successfully upon reception of the steering command. Correspondingly, in Section 5.6.15.4 of the latest CR of TS 36.331 [1], the RCLWI is excluded to initiate WLAN connection status reporting setting the status in VarWLAN-Stauts to successfulAssociation:
To perform WLAN status monitoring, the UE shall:

1>
if UE is not configured with steeringCommandWLAN and WLAN connection to a WLAN inside the WLAN mobility set is successfully established or maintained after a WLAN mobility set configuration update or after a lwa-WT-Counter update:

2>
set the status in VarWLAN-Status to successfulAssociation;

2>
set the wlan-IdentifiersAssociated in VarWLAN-Status to the one belonging to the successfully connected WLAN; 

2>
stop timer T351, if running;
2>
if successReportRequested in VarWLAN-MobilityConfig is set to TRUE:

3>
perform WLAN Connection Status Reporting procedure in 5.6.15.2; 

Observation 1:TS36.331 does not support success indication for RCLWI.

During the E-mail discussion [93#13] after RAN2 #93, RAN2 just captured the same thing as LWA in Section 22A.2.5 of TS 36.300 [2]: 
The purpose of the WLAN Connection Status Reporting procedure is to provide feedback to the eNB related to the WLAN status and operation. The WLAN Connection Status Reporting procedure supports the following indications:

1.
Failure of establishing/maintaining a WLAN connection.

2.
Successful establishment of a WLAN connection.

When a UE configured to offload to WLAN becomes unable to establish or continue WLAN offloading, the UE sends the WLANConnectionStatusReport message to indicate to the eNB that the WLAN connection failed and the UE moves all the offloaded PDN connections to E-UTRAN (see TS 24.302 [xx]). If configured, the UE sends the WLANConnectionStatusReport message upon successful establishment of a WLAN connection to indicate to E-UTRAN that a WLAN conneciton has successfully been established. 

Observation 2:TS36.300 does support success indication for RCLWI.
Obviously, the descriptions in the two CRs are in contradiction with each other. We believe that the first agreement reached in RAN2 #92 is valid and since the ASN.1 has been frozen, we propose to respect the agreement in RAN2#92, i.e. no success indication is introduced for RCLWI.
Proposal 1: success indication is not supported for RCLWI.
3   Conclusion
In this paper, we discuss whether success indication should be supported for RCLWI and have the following proposal and observations:
Observation 1:TS36.331 does not support success indication for RCLWI.
Observation 2:TS36.300 does support success indication for RCLWI.
Proposal 1: success indication is not supported for RCLWI.
