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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 about clarifications on the RRC Resume questions and further clarifications on the security aspects. RAN2 made the following agreements taking the SA3 input into account:
· Input to short MAC-I calcuation: Same input as reestablishment + Resume Constant. 

· UE need to store the input used for the MAC-I calculation in addition to the UE context/configuration. 
· We take into account the info given in the SA3 LS, in RRC, in the table specifying protection of messages. 

In addition RAN2 agreed that if the integrity protection check of the RRCConnectionResume message fails the UE releases the stored UE context and the UE moves to IDLE.

SA3 pointed out that the UE ID part of the Resume ID assigned by the eNB shall be different in consecutive suspends of the same UE. RAN2 discussed this aspect and concluded the following:
· Resume ID being different in subsequent suspends is not covered in the R2 specifications.

· UE discards the resume ID at reception of Resume, Setup, Reject (if suspend indication is not present). 
In addition, SA3 asked further clarification, on the context clean-up and RAN2 assumed that RAN3 handles context clean-up and RAN3 may provide further feedback on this.
RAN2 would like to point out that the information in this LS is applicable to both NB-IoT and Non-NB-IoT.
