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1 Introduction
At RAN#73, the time budget for this SI was updated and 0.25TU was allocated in LTE session in RAN2#96 meeting [1].

This paper is to provide considerations on the co-ordination between UMTS and LTE.
2 Discussion
In the latest TR 37.805 v1.1.0 [2], some impacts to LTE specifications were identified and captured in section 7.4.1.

In addition, two FFSs are for further discussions (shown as below):

· For use case 2 for single standby scenario
FFS: How long the PS suspension or DTX/DRX gap length could be, to provide acceptable impacts to PS (data / signalling) and/or UMTS CS call setup delay, as well as detailed/further assumptions  (e.g. on DCH enhancements for stand-alone SRB). (Also valid for dual standby scenario in section 7.3.1.2.2)

· For use case 3 for single standby scenario

FFS: how long LTE call setup delay could be (also valid for dual standby scenario in section 7.3.1.2.3)
For dual standby scenario, similar FFSs also exist.
As a summary, the following aspects could be further checked in LTE session in RAN2:
· RRC signaling impacts to LTE

· Impacts to LTE PS data transmission and LTE call setup delay

Since there is only 0.25TU in RAN2#96, we think a reasonable/efficient way for LTE discussion could be:
1. In RAN2#95b and RAN2#96, UMTS session could have some discussions and decisions on the left FFSs
2. UMTS session could reach a consensus on all impacts to LTE, and a joint paper (from companies) could be presented to LTE session in RAN2#96. Companies could review these impacts and provide comments during online/offline in LTE session. It is of course that companies could provide separate papers aiming at possible LTE impacts.
Proposal: It is proposed RAN2 to agree that UMTS session could present a joint paper on all LTE impacts and LTE session could review and check based on it.
3 Conclusion

For this SI HSPA and LTE Joint operation, there will be some discussion in LTE session in RAN2#96. In order to have an efficient way to progress this SI, it is proposed: 
Proposal: It is proposed RAN2 to agree that UMTS session could present a joint paper on all LTE impacts and LTE session could review and check based on it.
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
