	Summary of change:
	According to the current text in Section 5.3.4.2 in TS 36.331, the security mode command procedure is initiated when only SRB1 is established. However, in NB-IoT both SRB1 and SRB1bis are established at RRC connection establishment and  used before security is activated. This implies that AS security may not be activated for NB-IoT UEs.
The text in Section 5.3.4.2  is clarified to reflect that both SRB1 and SRB1 are established before security activation in NB-IoT.

Impact Analysis:

Impacted functionality:
The security activation procedure for NB-IoT UEs only. The change does not impact other functionalities. 

Inter-operability:
1. if the Network supports the change and the UE does not:
The UE may not expect the security mode command procedure to be initiated which may cause it to reject the security mode command.
2. if the UE supports the change and the network does not:
