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1 Introduction

In this paper, we discuss the issue regarding UE behaviour of ignoring RRC configuration of aperiodic CSI reporting for 1.4MHz cell.

2 Discussion

In RAN2#89bis, a TEI10 CR [2] related to aperiodic-CSI-reporting for 1.4MHz cell was agreed in principle and later agreed in [3].
The CR introduced a new behavior that the UE shall ignore cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 (mandatory field) configured for the PCell when the transmission bandwidth of the PCell in downlink is 6 resource blocks. Although the ignore behavior is clear, it is not clear whether the UE shall keep or discard the configuration.
Q1: If the UE receives cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 in a PCell with 6 PRB, ignoring the configuration means which of the following?

1) UE ignore and store the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration
2) UE ignore and discard the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration. Behave as the NW never include the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 field
Observation 1:
After ignoring the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration, it is not clear whether UE is expected to store or discard the configuration.
Since the CQI-ReportAperiodic-r10 is a Need ON field, the NW may not configure the field upon HO, and the UE should keep using the configuration as not changed.

Q2: The UE receives cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 in a PCell_A with 25 PRB, and HO to a PCell_B with 6 PRB, what is the expected UE behavior?

1) UE ignore and store the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration
2) UE ignore and discard the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration

Q3: If the UE further HO from PCell_B to a PCell_C with 25 PRB, what is the expected UE behavior?

1) UE apply the stored cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration
2) UE cannot apply the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration since it was discarded
Observation 2:
During mobility, if the UE has to ignore the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration due to encounter a 1.4 MHz cell, it is not clear whether UE is expected to keep or discard the configuration.
3 Conclusion
For the ignoring behavior introduced with cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10, we have following observations:
Observation 1:
After ignoring the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration, it is not clear whether UE is expected to store or discard the configuration.
Observation 2:
During mobility, if the UE has to ignore the cqi-ReportModeAperiodic-r10 configuration due to encounter a 1.4 MHz cell, it is not clear whether UE is expected to keep or discard the configuration.
We then propose the following:

Proposal 1:
RAN2 confirm the expected UE behavior is a) UE ignore and store the configuration or b) UE ignore and discard the configuration.

Proposal 2:
CR to clarify the behavior if needed.
