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1. Overall Description: 
RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS response on Exceptional Pool Handling for V2X. 
RAN2 recognized from the LS that RAN1 has concerns on increased resource collision probability caused by random resource selection. However, RAN2 is worried that sensing results would not be available in some exceptional cases. RAN2 thinks that if sensing results are not available, UE has no means to transmit based on sensing until sensing results become available for transmission. To resolve this problem, random selection is introduced in the RAN2 specifications.
In addition, RAN2 would like to inform RAN1 that RAN2 agreed the following changes to the exceptional pool:
	1. When selecting resources from the normal pool, the UE only uses sensing.

2. When selecting resources from the exceptional pool, the UE only uses random selection.

3. The UE shall use the exceptional pool in the following additional condition (i.e. in addition to legacy conditions):

4. When sensing data from the normal pool is not available

5. For all other cases (e.g. during zone change), the UE shall use the normal pool.


Note that RAN2 is further discussing whether we can reduce the cases in which the exceptional pool is used to address the concerns from RAN1.
