	Currently it is not clear that UE should clear all of the RRC configuration upon RRC release. This may cause some issues with UEs retaining measurement configuration and attempting to use some of the fields from previous RRC connection. From eNB viewpoint, there is no delta signalling since eNB cannot know the previous UE RRC configuration, so retaining any vestiges of previous RRC configuration may cause errors in UE operation.
