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1. Overall Description
In RAN1 LS R1-1611057, RAN1 asked RAN2 to provide information on the relaxed delay budget in voice and video enhancement for LTE.
RAN2 discussed this issue, and would like to provide the following answers for voice:

· Based on TS23.203, according to the requirement of QCI 1 for conversational voice, one side delay (from UE to CN) is 100ms, where 80ms applies for the air interface. So the total end to end delay is 200ms;

· Based on TS22.105, for conversational voice the maximum acceptable end to end delay is 400ms (but with increasing degradation);

Therefore for coverage extension purpose, considering QCI1 requirement of 80ms one side delay for the air interface, the maximum additional relaxed delay budget over the air interface for voice enhancement could be 200ms.
