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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 would like to thank RAN WG4 for its liaison statement on SI acquisition delay in FeMTC. RAN WG2 discussed the questions from RAN WG4 and would like to provide the following feedback.
Action 1: RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 and RAN2 to consider enhancements that can reduce the time to acquire the system information.
[RAN2 answer]:  No RAN2 enhancements are planned for Rel-14 but can potentially be considered for Rel-15.
Action 2: RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 and RAN2 to clarify whether the UE is expected to re-acquire the MIB in those situations where the UE does not acquire the SIB1-BR before the end of the SIB1-BR modification period.

[RAN2 answer]:  In general MIB acquisition can start anywhere within a SIB1-BR modification period (since SFN and hence the SIB1-BR modification period are initially unknown) and as a result MIB and SIB1-BR may end up being acquired in different SIB1-BR modification periods. However, as long as the SIB1-BR scheduling information in MIB does not change the UE should still succeed in decoding SIB1-BR. Since this type of change is expected to be rare RAN2 does not consider it necessary for the UE to always re-acquire MIB. 
RAN2 would also like to point out that the SIB1-BR decoding time can potentially be reduced by accumulating repetitions across multiple 80 ms SI windows. The contents of SIB1-BR can be assumed to be the same during the whole SIB1-BR modification period (5.12s) which means that repetitions in up to 64 SI windows can be combined (see TS 36.331, Section 5.2.1.3).
