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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 that the CR to TS 36.212 on FeMBMS has been agreed in R1-1613813, where DCI format 1C related to eMBMS has been extended to include 1-bit direct indication of system information change notification. Therefore, when format 1C is used for notifying MCCH change and system information update it contains the following:

-
Information for MCCH change notification – 8 bits as defined in section 5.8.1.3 of 36.331

-
Information for system information change notification – 1 bit provides direct indication of system information update, as defined in 36.331

-
Reserved information bits are added until the size is equal to that of format 1C used for very compact scheduling of one PDSCH codeword 
From a RAN1 perspective it is feasible to also include other change notification information, such as for ETWS/CMAS, in DCI by means of direct indication. This approach is similar to the one followed in DCI format 6-2 and DCI format N2, for example:
-
Direct Indication information – X bits provide direct indication of system information update and other fields, as defined in 36.331
However, due to the limited available size of the format 1C DCI, it should be noted that the bits for direct indication notification restrict the deployment of eMBMS to wider bandwidths. A field of size {1-2,3-4,5,6,7} bits requires a deployment of {15,25,50,75,100} PRBs. Alternatively, the field for direct indication information could be conditionally present only for wider bandwidths.

RAN1 invites RAN2 to provide feedback on whether including other change notification information is desirable and, if desirable, the size of the direct indication bit field.
2. Actions:

RAN1 respectfully asks RAN2 to provide feedback on whether direct indication of ETWS/CMAS by using direct indication information field in DCI format 1C is desirable and, if desirable, the size of the direct indication bit field.
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
