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1. Overall Description:

In the ETSI harmonised standard EN 302 571 and TS 102 792, a mitigation procedure has been specified to protect DSRC communication. In order to co-exist with DSRC tolling station, an ITS station shall be aware of the existence of a CEN DSRC or HDR DSRC tolling station either by the protected zone database or transmission detection. [Clause 4.2.9.3 ETSI EN 302 571; Clause 5, Clause 5.5 ETSI TS 102 792]. Furthermore, the ITS station shall meet certain output power requirements and spurious emission requirements in the vicinity of the tolling station.

To address the co-existence issue, RAN4 would like to request that RAN2 investigate possible solutions and the required indication by which a V2X UE can be informed that it is within proximity of a DSRC tolling station.  When such an indication is received by the UE, it will need to meet certain output power requirements and spurious emission requirements which will be defined in RAN4. This procedure to meet the RAN4 requirements can be implemented inside a UE and no signalling would need to be sent out to other stations/units. RAN4 requests RAN2 study such a solution for the following 2 scenarios

1. Sidelink operations at band 47

2. Multiple Carrier Operation of Band 47 + Uu/WAN on license band
