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1. Introduction
In the last NR ad-hoc meeting, RAN2 made a decision on the NR C-DRX:

As a baseline, a single DRX configuration like in LTE will be supported.
This paper will discuss the number of DRX cycle and DRX Command MAC CE.

Discussion
In LTE, C-DRX has two DRX cycles, and two DRX Command MAC CEs are used to switch from short DRX cycle to long DRX cycle, and vice versa.

As in the above table, the two timers such as onDurationTimer and drx-InactivityTimer stop upon receiving one of the MAC CEs.
In NR, the MAC CEs for DRX cycle switching purpose are still required. The operation for the relevant timers needs to be specified when UE receives the MAC CEs, and the operation in LTE is still valid also in NR.
Proposal 1: DRX Command MAC CE is defined for NR DRX operation.
Proposal 2: Upon receiving DRX Command MAC CE, UE stops onDurationTimer and drx-InactivityTimer as in LTE.
In the last NR ad-hoc meeting, RAN2 agreed to keep a single DRX configuration. However, the number of DRX cycle seems open. As a baseline, two DRX cycles can be considered as in LTE. It means that current DRX Command MAC CE and long DRX Command MAC CE are still applicable in NR. On the other hand, if three or more DRX cycle can be considered in future, RAN2 may need a general DRX Command MAC CE for signalling efficiency, which has a fixed size of "non-zero" bits used to indicate the DRX cycle to be switched.
Proposal 3: Both DRX Command MAC CE and Long DRX Command MAC CE are used in NR as baseline. The concept for a general DRX Command MAC CE can be revisited in the future if time schedule is allowed.
3. Conclusion
It is proposed
Proposal 1: DRX Command MAC CE is defined for NR DRX operation.
Proposal 2: Upon receiving DRX Command MAC CE, UE stops onDurationTimer and drx-InactivityTimer as in LTE.
Proposal 3: Both DRX Command MAC CE and Long DRX Command MAC CE are used in NR as baseline. The concept for a general DRX Command MAC CE can be revisited in the future if time schedule is allowed.
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
