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1 Introduction

The current WG2 specifications contain support for SoLSA in release 99. The cell access restriction in [1] allow to bar single cells on a UTRA frequency for exclusiv SoLSA access. [2] defines the cell reselection criteria which also takes the cells into account which are barred for SoLSA use only. This solution is seen as problematic. If a UE which is not allowed to access the cell which is reserved for SoLSA only, but is connected to a neighbouring cell on the same frequency, gets close to the exclusive access cell, it is likely to block that cell. In this case a service from that cell would not be possible. A better way would be to reserve all cells on one UTRA frequency for SoLSA use only. 

However, in [3] it was decided that SoLSA is not a work item for release 99. 

2 Proposal

It is proposed to remove the cell access restrictions for support of SoLSA from R99 related RAN2 specifications. If it is seen as desirable to keep the already existing SoLSA support for use in later releases then it is proposed to change the cell access restrictions in such a way that always a whole frequency is exclusively reserved for SoLSA use.
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
