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Status of HSDPA in RAN WG1

HSDPA was approved in RAN#7 as a feasibility item for Release 4. RAN WG1 started discussing contributions for this study item in WG1#12 meeting onwards where Motorola presented an initial overview (R1-000556) of the study item introducing various techniques for consideration. RAN WG2 has seen a similar contribution in WG2 (R2-001857). Following work allocation based on the Chair's report to the RAN plenary #9, WG1 has been continuing their work through contributions on the following topics:
