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1. Introduction

This document presents header format for MTCH and MCCH. Previous discussion has been conducted based on the assumption that transport channel for MTCH is FACH. This contribution raises a header format when MTCH carries streaming service and transport channel is not FACH [1]. 

2. MAC header format for MTCH and MCCH

2.1 MAC header for MTCH

The MAC header for MTCH in figure XYZ1

a) MTCH mapped to FACH

If MTCH carries background service data and FACH is used to carry MTCH, then the MAC header is consisting with TCTF field and MBMS id field.

b) MTCHs multiplexed to a MBMS transport channel

If several MTCHs carrying background service data are multiplexed into a single MBMS transport channel (name is TBD), then MBMS id field is inserted to identify MTCH.

c) A MTCH mapped to a MBMS transport channel

If a MTCH and a MBMS transport channel has one on one relationship, then MAC header is not needed.
