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1. Introduction

RAN2 would kindly like to ask SA4 to provide answers to the questions indicated below.
2. Questions
RAN2 assumes that for MBMS, the network can improve the reception quality for an MBMS service by performing multiple transmissions for the same information. This could e.g. be subsequent PTM transmissions, or based on the so called “ptp repair”. In these cases, the UE should be provided with sufficient information to know how to combine the information received at the different transmission instances. 

W.r.t. combining information received during different transmissions, RAN2 has the following questions:

1) Does SA4 assume that the UE will be able to mix IP-packets received for one MBMS service in one transmission with IP-packets received for this MBMS service in another transmission ? 

2) If so, RAN2 is wondering what information the UE requires for this “transmission combining” ? Is this completely based on inband information (e.g. RTP header information), or would it also be required for the UE to be aware of other information like e.g. the session id of the session during which originally the information was provided ?

3) Currently, the MBMS Stage-2 [23.246] does not mention an “MBMS Session Id” included in the Session Start message sent to the UTRAN. As a result, the UTRAN will not be aware of any “MBMS Session Id” and will also not provide such information over the Uu interface.

If the UE is required to know the session id for transmission combining, RAN2 would like to know how the session id is provided to the UE ?
