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	Reason for change:
	The resetting of the timers and counters should be specified in normative text instead of just having this sentence in the field description of the RRC spec as currently done. There are 3 sub cases where the timers and counters should be reset: 

1) explicit reconfiguration of RS(s) for RLF. 

2) No explicit RS for RLF but only one TCI-state is configured for the UE and this TCI stage is reconfigured by the network 

3)No RLM RS is configured and a MAC CE is used to change the TCI state from one state to another. 

For the case 3, the MAC should indicate to RRC when a MAC CE triggers the TCI state change from one TCI state to another. This trigger from MAC to RRC should be captured in MAC spec.
