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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes the message content for the RANAP procedures Common ID and Paging. 

The proposal is based on the current description of the procedures in [S3.13], and on the message contents proposed by TTC, reported in [S3.13] and marked as FFS. 

Other parameters to be inserted in the messages are FFS.

2 Message contents

Note: The notation used to identify the 'information element type' is reported in [1].

2.1 Common ID

Note: This message is included in the Common ID procedure.

The message is sent from the CN to the RNC, on dedicated SCCP connection. It is used when the UE identity related to the new signalling connection is known, to correspond UE with new signalling connection from the CN to the RNC.

2.2 Paging

Note: This message is included in the Paging procedure.

The message is sent from the CN to the RNC, by a connectionless SCCP message. It contains sufficient information to allow the paging message to be transmitted by the cells at the correct time.

3 Description of Information Elements

3.1 Common ID

This ID is common for mobile terminal and is used by the RNC to check if SRB is already existing (from other NE) to the UE when new radio access bearer is in establishment phase.

3.2 IMSI

International Mobile Subscriber Identity, identifies a subscriber.

3.3 TMSI

Temporary Mobile Subscriber Identity, used for security reasons to hide the identity of a subscriber.

3.4 UE Location

Indicates location of the UE.

3.5 Paging Cause

Tells the cause of paging to the UE.

3.6 EMLPP Priority

This information element contains the eMLPP priority of the call.

Other information elements are described in [1].

4 Proposals

It is proposed that sections 2.1 and 2.2 replace sections 9.1.1.10 and 9.1.1.16 in [S3.13]. Notes in sections 2.1 and 2.2 are for clarification, and can be removed.
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
