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1. Abstract

 This contribution proposes to make some modifications to the current NBAP specification. Proposed modifications are all based on the agreement on Outerloop Power Control.

2. List of changes

The following modifications are proposed:

In “9.1.2 Radio Link Setup”
Proposals:

· “UL Eb/No Setpoint” has to be treated as a Mandatory parameter

· “UL Eb/No Adjustment Parameters”, “Maximum UL Eb/No”, and “Minimum UL Eb/No” have to be removed from NBAP: Radio Link Setup message

Reasons:

· Initial UL Eb/No Setpoint is sent to NodeB by Radio Link Setup

· Adjustment of the UL Eb/No value is done by in-band signalling

In “9.1.5 Radio Link Addition”
 Proposal:

· “UL Eb/No Setpoint”, “UL Eb/No Adjustment Parameters”, “Maximum UL Eb/No”, and “Minimum UL Eb/No” have to be removed 

    Reasons:

· It is assumed that all radio links have the same UL Eb/No setpoint
· When “Radio Link Addition” is sent to NodeB, NodeB already knows the UL Eb/No value given by in-band signalling
In “9.2.23 UL Eb/No Setpoint”
Proposal: 

· FFS has to be removed since the Study item Iur/1 has already been solved

In “9.2.24 UL Eb/No adjustment parameters”, “9.2.25 Maximum UL Eb/No”, “9.2.26 Minimum UL Eb/No”
Proposal:

· These parameters have to be removed since these parameters are no longer used

3. Conclusion

 The modifications listed above have to be reflected to the current NBAP specification.
