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1 Introduction

In case a SRNC receives a cell update message from a UE via DRNC and Iur within an Uplink Signalling Transfer Indication according RNSAP (TS 25.423), ch. 9.1.23, the SRNC may decide to establish a DCH connection to the UE, without SRNS relocation. So the SRNC may send an RRC message to the UE for putting the UE in the Cell_DCH state.

In case of the TDD mode, the SRNC should include the suitable timing advance indicator in this RRC message to the UE. For that purpose, the SRNC must be informed about the measured “Receive Timing Deviation” measured on the RACH carrying the Cell Update message.

It shall therefore be possible to include this “Rx timing deviation” in the “Uplink Signalling Transfer Indication” message over Iur.

2 Proposal

It is proposed to change the specification of the “L3 information” information element included in the Uplink Signalling Transfer Indication"”message of RNSAP (25.423, v.1.4.1 [1]) as follows:

9.2.1.49 L3 Information

This parameter contains the Layer 3 Information from a Uu message as received from the UE over the Uu interface or the Layer 3 Information for a Uu message to be sent to a UE by the CRNC. In case of uplink transmission, the L3 Information may include side information added by the NodeB to the Iub data frame, e.g. the measured Rx Timing Deviation for TDD.
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
