Introduction

The procedure consists of the message COMMON TRANSPORT CHANNEL REQUEST from the SRNC to the DRNC, and COMMON TRANSPORT CHANNEL RESPONSE from DRNC to SRNC.

It is furthermore proposed to add the Common Transport Channel ID to the COMMON TRANSPORT CHANNEL RESOURCES RELEASE REQUEST message.

3. Parameter definition

Common Transport Channel Type

The values of this parameter are: RACH, FACH, USCH and DSCH

Common Transport Channel ID

The parameter identifies the Common Transport Channel. It is unique per MAC-d.

Reference Common Transport Channel ID

This parameter indicates with which Common Transport Channel shall the new Common Transport Channel share an existing transport bearer.

MACd-MACsh TFS

This parameter indicates to the DRNC which TFS is needed by the SRNC for the requested transport channel.

Shared Transport Channel TFS

This parameter indicates which TFS has been assigned by the DRNC to the SRNC.
