Introduction

In TSG-RAN WG3 meeting number 3 in Kawasaki, Japan it was agreed that for the IE Transport Address in 25.413, a reference to 25.414 where that IE is explained shall be added (see ref. 1 and 2) instead of explaining the IE in 25.413.

In order to align with e.g. RNSAP, it is also suggested that the IE is renamed to Transport Layer Address.

Transport Layer Address

For the PS domain this information element is an IP address to be used for the user plane transport. For the CS domain this address is to be used for Transport Network Control Plane signalling to set up the U-Plane connection.
