Introduction

In the RNSAP message RELOCATION COMMIT (see ref. 2), there is an IE called RANAP Relocation Information. The contents of this IE is not visible to RNSAP and shall be defined in the RANAP specification, ref. 1. This contribution proposes the contents of this IE and also where this information shall be placed in the RANAP specification.

2. Description

The RANAP information that needs to be transferred in the RELOCATION COMMIT message is:

· Information received in one or more DIRECT TRANSFER messages in source RNC and that can’t be sent from source RNC to the UE, but must instead be sent via the target RNC.

· SRNS contexts. This corresponds to the information sent in the FORWARD SRNS CONTEXT messages sent from source to target RNC via the CN in case of no Iur interface.
