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During RAN-WG3 meeting #9 documents R3-99i10 and R3-99i67 were discussed on the subject of the use of proprietary extensions in the ASN.1 coding for the RAN3 protocols. The outcome of the discussion was that a number of companies expressed an objection to accepting the proposal in i67 to remove the proprietary extensions.

It is our opinion that the principles and risks identified in document R3-99i67 are still valid, despite the arguments presented by companies supporting the inclusion of the proprietary extensions.

This paper therefore proposes that the discussion be re-opened in RAN-WG3. It further proposes that if a consensus decision cannot be achieved during this discussion, this issue should be reported to TSG-RAN as an open issue.
