In both 25.410 and 25.420 (Iu General Aspects & Prinicples and Iur General Aspects and Prinicples), it is stated that DPC/SSN (point code/subsystem number) and Global Title (GT) are both allowed as SCCP addressing schemes, but that the permitted GT formats are FFS. It cites GSM MAP as a possible example to follow, which uses GT format 4.

In order to ensure satisfactory interworking in a multi-vendor environment, it is proposed to adopt a single GT format. To give maximum flexibility to the implementation of the signalling network, and for maximum commonality with GSM, it is proposed to permit the use of GTI=4, with appropriate settings for the included parameters.

So, it is proposed to replace the statement about GT formats being FFS with the following text (in both 25.410 & 25.420, with xxxAP replaced with RANAP and RNSAP respectively):


When GT addressing is utilised, the following settings shall be used:

- SSN Indicator = 1 (xxxAP SSN shall always be included).

- Global Title Indicator = 0100 (GT includes translation type, numbering plan, encoding scheme and nature of address indicator)

- Translation Type = 0000 0000 (not used)

- Numbering Plan = 0001 (E.163/4)

- Nature of Address Indicator = 000 0100 (International Significant Number)

- Encoding Scheme = 0001 or 0010 (BCD, odd or even)

- Routing indicator = 0 or 1 (route on GT or PC/SSN)

When used, the GT shall be the E.164 address of the relevant node. 

If the proposal is accepted, BT will prepare the necessary CR for 25.410; no CR is needed for 25.420, as that is not yet under formal Change Control.
