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RAN2 thanks RAN4 for the Liaison statement about Handover signalling robustness. Following the discussion in RAN2 about the impacts on such a requirement RAN2 would like to comment as follows to the issue:

Delays on the signalling related to Handover caused from the fact that delays on the system interfaces within the access stratum have to be taken into account as well as the delays caused by the protocol operation. Furthermore additional delays exist in error cases. RAN2 would like to inform RAN4 that within RAN3 a study item exists which handles the overall delay budget within the access stratum. 

RAN2 feels that no special requirements for the Handover signalling should be caused from the mentioned AMR case.
