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WG2 discussed at its last meeting the Variable Rate Packet Transmission that was agreed last year in RAN1 and RAN2 and would like to bring to RAN3 attention the fact that fast signalling should be used to transport the “Allowable transmission power has been reached” or “Average transmission power is below allowable transmission power” information from L1 to MAC for effective data rate control. Data rate control using slow signalling (above a few tens of ms) does not work well because the channel conditions such as shadow fading change considerably within a few hundred ms.
More details of this mechanism can be found in 25.922.
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
