CT1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on connection control.

CT1 will let SA2 answer the first two questions in RAN2’s LS as these questions are related to the system architecture.

CT1 would like to provide an answer to the third question in RAN2’s LS since this question is related to handling of abnormal cases and thus within CT1’s remit.

RAN2’s question: 

RAN2 would like to ask if there is a need to define an abortion of RRC connection establishment triggered by upper layers.

CT1’s answer:

Similarly to the EPS NAS specification TS 24.301, 5GS NAS specification TS 24.501 already contains several instances of NAS procedures being aborted under certain conditions. In all these instances, the corresponding RRC connection will no longer be needed. Hence if this RRC connection is still in the process of being established (i.e. the UE has not yet reached connected mode), the RRC connection establishment will need to be aborted upon notification from the upper layers that the RRC connection is no longer needed.

Consequently, CT1’s answer is that: Yes, there is a need to define an abortion of RRC connection establishment triggered by upper layers.
