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1	Discussion
At the last meeting, there is a proposal to clarify that the Maximum Data Burst Volume IE only applies delay critical GBR QoS flows.
The implemetnation of this proposal is to change the presence of the IE from Optional to Conditional ( Condition: the presence of Delay Critical).
From the stage 2, it is very clear that the QoS characteristics “Maximum Data Burst Volume” is for Delay-critical GBR resource type only. 
However to change the presence of the Maximum Data Burst Volume from Optional to Conditional is incorrect!
This change would cause that the “Maximum Data Burst Volume” shall always present when the “Delay Critical” IE is presneted, that this is NOT true.
Observation 1: To change the Maximum Data Burst Volume IE to conditional would make the IE mandatory present for Delay Critical GBR QoS flows. 

Read from TS 23.501 v.15.2.0:

Each GBR QoS Flow with Delay-critical resource type shall be associated with a Maximum Data Burst Volume (MDBV).
MDBV denotes the largest amount of data that the 5G-AN is required to serve within a period of 5G-AN PDB (i.e. 5G-AN part of the PDB). The MDBV may be signalled with 5QIs to the (R)AN, and if it is not received, a standardized value applies (for standardized 5QIs the value in the QoS characteristics Table 5.7.4 applies).
Observation 2: The Maximum Data Burst Volume is for Delay Critical GBR QoS Flow only, but it does not mean it shall always be signlled to RAN.
The current TS 38.413 and the other spec where QoS parameters are deifned has the below strucutre or similar:
