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1   Introduction
The INITIAL UL RRC MESSAGE TRANSFER message sent by the gNB-DU to transfer the initial RRC message to the gNB-CU over the F1 interface, as described in TS38.473 that: 

The purpose of the Initial UL RRC Message Transfer procedure is to transfer the initial RRC message to the gNB-CU.
However, it is a little ambiguous to understand the meaning of initial RRC message, i.e., which RRC message is the initial RRC message is unclear. Actually, it is the RRC message sent by UE via SRB0 (e.g., RRCConnectionRequest message and RRCConnectionResume/Re-establishmentRequest message), but not the first RRC message (e.g., the RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message sent by UE to the target gNB-DU during the HO procedure which is on SRB1) which needs to be sent to the gNB-CU via the UL RRC MESSAGE TRANSFER message. 
Proposal 1: It is proposed to clarify the initial RRC message in TS38.473 as the RRC message sent by UE via SRB0.

This contribution made a clarification on initial RRC message in TS38.473, and we have the following proposal:
