Discussion
After some offline discussion, the following approach is agreeable:

The NG-RAN node can trigger addition of TNL association(s) with additional TNL address. After the TNL association is setup, a RAN configuration update procedure is triggered as a first procedure. In the procedure the global gNB ID is included, and the AMF can associate the TNL association with the NG-C interface instance.
Proposal 1 It is proposed to use RAN configuration update procedure for associating an additional TNLA with the NG-RAN node
For other enhancements on top of proposal 1 can be discussed further by tdoc driven.

In order to reflect the proposal 1, the revision of TP for 38.412 is provided in R3-185295 [1].
