Way Forward
Proposal:
1) There will be one single Baseline CR for NGAP, XnAP and E1AP implementing all text proposals for these specs (including both backwards compatible and non-backwards compatible TPs) => Same as Q3 process
RATIONALE: A single BL CR provides a stable base for TPs to the November meeting and facilitates creation of the 15.2.0 version of the specs following December plenary (since no CR implementation and checking would be needed following plenary).

2)
For tracking of non-backwards compatible changes:

a) 
Rapporteurs will use a different User Name (= tdoc number) when implementing each agreed tdoc => Same as Q3 process

b) 
The BL CR cover page will separately list the backwards compatible tdocs and non-backwards compatible tdocs (with a general impact statement) => NEW in Q4

NOTE: Some companies expressed the desire for separate documents showing only backwards compatible changes or only non-backwards compatible changes... with the Q4 process, it is possible to easily create (using MS Word functions) such “unofficial” documents. For example, in the BL CR if you “show” the markup of tdocs having backwards compatible changes and then use the MS Word function “Reject All Changes Shown”, then you are left with a document containing only the non-backwards compatible changes.
